Kuvshinnikova in her bibliographical appendix to V. Hervouet's "Bibliographie des 
travaux en langues occidentales sur les Song paru de 1946 A 1965" (Bordeaux, 
1969), are also included. Proceedings of international congresses and 
symposiums are not listed here. 
     The titles of books, articles, and journals are translated into English by 
compilers of this bibliography. The only exceptions are the few works, which have 
been published, in a second edition in English translation, and those rare works 
and editions originally supplied with a parallel English title. A key to the 
abbreviations used appears at the end of the bibliography. 
 
     Out of 157 bibliographical entries in this list, 57 are prepared by 
Kuvshinnikova. The remainder has been done by Tsiperovich. 
 
     The compilers extend their grateful acknowledgement to Edmund H. Worthy, 
Jr. (Princeton University), Charles A. Peterson (Cornell University), and V. A. 
Velgus (Institute of Ethnography, Leningrad) for the idea of preparing such a 
bibliography for the Bulletin of Sung and Yüan Studies and for their organizational 
efforts.

index will list topics and key specifics of legal pronouncements according to the 
year of promulgation. Aside from the materials in Yüan tien chang and T'ung-chih 
t'iao-ko 通制條格, the index will list materials in Mi-shu chih 秘書志, and in such 
works recovered from the Yung-lo ta-tien 永樂大典 as Hsien-t'ai t'ung-chi 憲台通

紀, Nan-t'ai pei-yao 南台備要, etc. 
     Second, his lengthy study of the special provisions of Yüan laws known as 
t'iao-hua 條畫 is currently being published in the Kagawa daigaku kyōiku gakubu 
kenkyū hōkoku. Parts 1-3 appeared in nos. 45-47 (1978-79), while part 4 is in 
press. In his introduction Professor Uematsu refers to the judgment expressed by 
Shen Chia-pen 沈家本 many years ago that the legislation of the Yüan period 
must be understood before we are to comprehend the changes in the legal 
systems that took place between the T'ang, Sung, Liao, and Chin periods. In 
order to do this one must study the materials in the Yüan tien chang, the most 
reliable collection of source materials for understanding the administration and 
legislation of the Yüan dynasty, as well as those in the T'ung-chih t'iao-ko. In these 
documents the term ko-li is a general term for precedental laws. Sheng-chih 聖旨 
t'iao-hua is also found in these documents, and it means the laws bearing specific 
provisions which were promulgated by the throne or with imperial sanction. 
Chao-shu 詔書 t'iao-hua is still another term found in these documents and 
refers to laws promulgated on the occasions of an enthronement of an emperor or 
the adoption of a new reign title. All these t'iao-hua appear in the sources 
mentioned above as well as in others, but no scholar has yet endeavored to 
collect them for intensive study or restore them to their original condition. A few 
such articles were collected by the compilers of the Ch'in-ting hsü wen-hsien 
t'ung-k'ao, and Shen Chia-pen refers to some of these t'iao-hua in his Li-tai 
hsing-fa k'ao 曆代刑法考. For this study Uematsu has collected about 120 articles, 
covering a time span of about sixty years, and has distinguished in his 
examination among (1) regular t'iao-hua, (2) t'iao-hua and t'iao-ko, and (3) four 
different kinds of t'iao-ko. He has also been concerned with establishing the 
history of these articles, especially their relationship with preceding Chin laws and 
with the actions of Khubilai's men prior to his accession in 1260.
